
Effective Citizen Carousel 
Teacher Instructions

A Carousel is a useful brainstorming strategy that provides more formal organization and multiple opportunities for input. 

Procedure:
1. Divide into groups of 3-5 students. 

2. Assign each group a different colored marker and provide large pieces of paper. 

3. Ask each group to brainstorm a different topic, noting their ideas on the large paper with their colored marker. 

4. After a period of time, the groups switch to a new topic either by shifting the paper or moving the students. 

5. Groups add their comments using their colored markers to the pieces of paper.

6. This process continues until each group has added its ideas to each paper and has returned to its original paper.

7. Each group reviews the brainstormed items. They can be asked to group like items, summarize, prioritize, select the most important, etc.

8. Each group reports to large group.
